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1. When is the conclusion of the third quarter marking period?

* The third quarter marking period, which was scheduled to end on Thursday, March
19, will be extended to now end on the third instructional day after students return to
school. This applies to all elementary schools, middle schools, high schools, center
schools and high school programs at technical colleges.

* Teachers do not have to submit quarter grades by Thursday, March 19. The deadline
for submitting grades will be at the close of business on the third instructional day
after students return.

 Teachers in grade level and course specific teams will collaborate to determine
what, if any, adjustments will need to be made to previously published grading
criteria.

* Students will be informed of any adjustments on the date of their return.

e The fourth quarter will start on the fourth day of instruction upon students’ return.

2. Does this mean that learning is suspended until we return?
* NO. Learning opportunities and supports are available now.
* BCPS will commence learning and instruction on Monday, March 30.
* Teachers will be provided professional learning on delivering instruction in a distance
learning environment on March 20, 2020.

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What if my student(s) needs a computer?
* To support our students’ learning, Broward County Public Schools will distribute
loaner computer devices for students on Friday, March 20, from 8 AM unfil 2 PM.
* Parents/guardians should visit their child’'s school to check-out the devices. When
picking up the computer devices, Parents/guardians will need to:

i. Present the student’s online username and password or PIN.

ii. Complete a property pass and other forms prior fo accepting a device at the
child’s school. To expedite the computer device distribution process,
parents/guardians are encouraged to complete the required forms online.

What if my home needs internet access?
e BCPS is working to ensure every family has internet access at their home. To support

this outcome, the BCPS Office of Information & Technology is working closely with
large-scale internet service providers to reduce or eliminate financial barriers for
families.

e Comcast has expanded its Internet Essentials program for families that qualify for
free or reduced lunch.

i. New eligible customers can sign up online via cell phone, tablet or computer
at internetessentials.com. The website also includes the option to video chat
with customer service agents in American Sign Language.

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What about dual enroliment courses at colleges and universities?

* Most of the public colleges and universities that have dual enrollment agreements
with BCPS have moved to online learning until further notice.

* Each institution of higher learning is providing specific guidance to enrolled
students.

e The two Workforce Dual Enrollment programs CTACE has with Broward College,
Marine and Aviation, do not have a remote option. Broward College has
announced that these hands-on workforce courses will be suspended until
face-to-face classes resume. This will only impact South Broward High School and
Miramar High School.

* Embry Riddle Aeronautical University (ERAU) has moved most, but not all, of its
courses online starting Wednesday, March 18. ERAU remains closed until then due to
an extension of its spring break. BCPS and ERAU will provide guidance to students on
Tuesday, March 17, regarding their dual enrollment courses.

What about my internship or apprenticeship course?

*  While BCPS is closed, students will not participate in any form of internship or
apprenticeship. This includes the Marine & Aviation Workforce Dual Enrollment
(WDE) programs with Broward College and the Construction Pre-apprenticeship
program with The Associated Builders and Contractors (ABC) Institute. Participation
in work-based learning experiences through Early Childhood Education programs
and clinical experiences through Allied Health programs will also be suspended.

* Guidance on converting hands-on, in-person, work-based experiences into virtual
learning through digital assignments, web production and/or telephone-based
support will be provided to students on March 30, if schools are to remain closed
beyond that date.

16. Will the school year need to be extended?

e Schools will be closed until at least April 15, 2020.

e |tis too soon to know if the school year will be extended beyond the currently
scheduled date of Tuesday, June 2, 2020.

* Schools have been directed to prepare to be open until June 30, 2020.

* The decision on whether the school year would be extended will be made after the
date of returning to school is determined, any changes to state laws and
regulations, and with guidance from the Florida Department of Education.

* Each school has to comply with state requirements for offering instruction. The
District has documented the number of hours of instruction offered through March
13 and will ensure compliance with state law.

* The state of Florida's requirements for grade level promotion and high school credit
issuance are outlined below:

i. A minimum of 900 hours of bona fide instruction in each grade level for fourth
grade and above.
High schools on an approved block schedule require a minimum of one
hundred twenty (120) hours of bona fide instruction for a full one-credit and
sixty (60) hours of bona fide instruction for a half-credit.
iii. High schools on a traditional school schedule require a minimum of one
hundred thirty-five (135) hours of bona fide instruction for a full one-credit and
sixty-seven and one-half (67.5) hours of bona fide instruction for a half-credit.
